Youôll only see Membersô non-sensitive information.  

4. Private Messages: Send and receive private 
messages like emails from the website, without 
divulging your email address. 
  5. STSD Member News: read up-to-date news of Members and Area 

meetings. Any member can submit noteworthy news.   
6. Newsletters: If youôve mislaid a current or recent Newsletter, or 

simply wish to have another copy to give away, you can download a 
Microsoft document file from this page. 

7. Member Benefits: if you missed them in The STSD section. 
8. Member Forums: a private page for Membersô Forums. 
9. Surveys: these could be for interest or with an objective. Submit your 

own survey to help make decisions about meetings, or perhaps to 
help with a thesis, etc.  

10. Recommended Fees: for those who teach privately. 
11. Share Teaching Materials: if you have a successful lesson or 

workshop, why not share it with your fellow Members. 
12. Gallery: private photos and video clips from Conferences and 

workshops.......photos and video clips you might wish to keep private!

Registration for Existing Members 
(see Home Page) 

 

1. This procedure for registration usually appears on the Home page.  
2. Existing (or new) Members, like everyone else, have to register first. 

3. Click óregister�¶ in the top right hand corner and follow the instructions for 
the registration procedure by completing the form shown on the page. 

4. If youôre not sure what each line requires, click the question mark and it will 
be explained to you. 

5. Username is part of the security process for logging in later in order to 
enter the óhiddenô pages of the website. 

6. With this security, we can keep a check on those who might send spam or 
ónuisanceô emails. If they do, we can cancel their registration.  

7. Display name is the name by which youôll be addressed on the website. 
8. Password is self-explanatory and these are usually between 6 and 16 

characters long. A mixture of letters and numbers is preferable to all letters 
or all numbers, for security reasons.  

9. Make a note of your username and password. I have access to your 
username but not your password! If you forget/mislay your password, 

there is a secure process for retrieving this online without having to 
register again. 

10. Check any or all of the boxes shown if you wish to receive special web 
Newsletters as is the custom with most organisations on the web. 

11. Be sure to check the box saying I am a current or returning Member.  
12. Click the óregister�¶ link underneath.  
13. After youôve submitted your registration, youôll receive an email asking you 

to verify your email address. This is another security check. Please be 
patient for this to come through to your email inbox. If it doesnôt arrive after 
a while, donôt register again as, like many others, youôll be registered 
(though unauthorised) twice! Check to see if itôs gone into your Outlook or 
Outlook Express Spam/Junk box. If itôs been placed in there, click the 
button saying óthis is not spamô. It will then move to your Inbox. If itôs not in 
your Spam/Junk box and itôs still not arrived after further waiting of up to an 
hour, go to the Spam/Junk mail box of your internet providerôs website. It 
may well be held up in there. 

14. If all is well and you receive the email to verify your email address, click 
the required link in this email. Enter your password in the appropriate box. 

15. Your registration details will be received and authorised within a few days. 
16. When your registration is authorised, you can then ólogin�¶ using your 

username and password.  
17. Youôll be able to view all the 15 pages in the Members section, which 

includes the whole of the STSD Member Database (only those fully paid 
up and only their ónon-sensitiveô information). 

18. You need only register ONCE. After that, you login each time with your 
username and password.
